How do solar panels work?
[bookmark: _GoBack]The video in question is entitled “How do solar panels work?” Author Richard Comp tells us that the Earth intercepts a lot of solar energy: 173 thousand terawatts, which is ten thousand times more energy than the world's population uses.
The author asks the question: is it so possible that once the world is completely dependent on solar energy? First, he suggests exploring how solar panels convert solar energy into electrical energy, what these panels are made of, and from which elements.
He gives an example that the most common solar cells are made of silicon - this is the second most common element on Earth.  Author introduces the concept of electron and defines it.
Finally, the author tells us that solar energy is distributed unevenly across the planet. Some areas are sunnier than others. Less solar energy is available on cloudy days or at night. The efficiency of the cell itself is also a problem.
