1. Цели и задачи работы

1.1. На данном этапе продолжается изучение профессионального английского языка по теме Making a big. Основная цель обучения – совершенствование знаний деловой терминологии, умений и навыков речевого общения в деловых ситуациях. Наряду с этим особое внимание уделяется дальнейшему развитию и совершенствованию умения участвовать в деловых переговорах.
1.2. На данном этапе обучения в задачу входит развитие следующих языковых умений и речевых навыков:

Аудирование – умение понимать диалогический и монологический текст на коммерческие темы, предусмотренные программой курса, длительностью звучания 5 – 7 минут со скоростью предъявления с учебной фонограммы 140 – 150 слов в минуту и содержащий до 4% незнакомой лексики.

Чтение: владение ознакомительным чтением учебной литературы по специальности со скоростью 100 слов в минуту без словаря при количестве неизвестных слов, не превышающим 2–3% по отношению к общему количеству слов в тексте; владение изучающим чтением со словарем – количество неизвестных слов не должно превышать 5 – 6 % по отношению к общему количеству слов в тексте; понимание основного содержания текста по интернациональной лексике, знакомым опорным словам; выделение главной и второстепенной информации текста; определение принадлежности слова к различным частям речи по его морфологическим характеристикам и порядку слов в предложении; распознавание значения слова по контексту; восприятие смысловой структуры текста (определение смысла каждого абзаца и связей между ними).

Говорение: умение задавать и отвечать на вопросы по прочитанному / услышанному тексту; умение воспроизводить диалоги из учебника; умение разыгрывать (по ролям); сходные с пройденными деловыми ситуациями диалоги; воспроизведение текста максимально близко к оригиналу (подробный пересказ); краткое (2–3 мин) монологическое высказывание на изученную тему (с предварительной подготовкой).

Письмо: постановка вопросов к тексту; написание кратких и развернутых ответов; составление плана текста; написание подробного пересказа текста по плану; написание собственного микротекста на изученную тему.

                                           Read and translate the text into Russian.

Marketing includes all the business activities connected with the movement of goods and services from producers to consumers. Sometimes it is called distribution. On the one hand, marketing is made up of such activities as transporting, storing and selling goods and, on the other hand, a series of decisions you make during the process of moving goods from producer to user. Marketing operations include product planning, buying, storage, pricing, promotion, selling, credit, traffic and marketing research.
The ability to recognize early trends is very important. Producers must know why, where, for what purpose the consumers buy. Market research helps the producer to predict what people will want. And through advertising he attempts to influence a customer to buy. Marketing operations are very expensive. They take up more than half of a consumer's dollar. The trend in the world has been to high mass consumption. The construction of good shopping centers has made goods available to consumers. It provided a wide range of merchandise and plenty of parking facilities.
Media especially like local angles on a national or international story. If Congress is about to pass a controversial law affecting cookie production, Rotworth Cookies can get local coverage by explaining how the law will impact its many employees, all who are local citizens known by many in the audience.
    How do you distribute your media announcement? Call and tell your news to the person in the newsroom who answers the phone. Then email, fax, or regular mail your announcement. It doesn't hurt to do all three (some editors might get annoyed, but most aren't that organized and appreciate you making sure they get multiple opportunities to use the material).
    Above all, make sure you are ready and available to provide more details. The entire point of a media announcement is to get the editor interested and on the phone with you. Many like to email. Provide several phone numbers where you can be reached and an email address you check often. Many times a reporter will call you hours or minutes before deadline. Fail to get back with them quickly, and your story will be skipped.
    Some editors may say "send me more information..fast!" Have a press packet ready. This could include an expanded version of your media release. Add more information to it to get a full page press release. Photos also work well if you regular mail them or put them on a web page. A link to the page can go in your press release.

Present continuous 

The present continuous is used to talk about present situations which we see as short-term or temporary. We use the present simple to talk about present situations which we see as long-term or permanent. 

In these examples, the action is taking place at the time of speaking. 

It's raining. 

Who is Kate talking to on the phone? 

Look, somebody is trying to steal that man's wallet. 

I'm not looking. My eyes are closed tightly. 

In these examples, the action is true at the present time but we don't think it will be true in the long term. 

I'm looking for a new apartment. 

He's thinking about leaving his job. 

They're considering making an appeal against the judgment. 

Are you getting enough sleep? 

In these examples, the action is at a definite point in the future and it has already been arranged. 

I'm meeting her at 6.30. 

They aren't arriving until Tuesday. 

We are having a special dinner at a top restaurant for all the senior managers. 

Isn't he coming to the dinner? 

Past continuous 

We use the past simple to talk about actions and states which we see as completed in the past.

We can use it to talk about a specific point in time.

 We use the past continuous to talk about past events which went on for a period of time.

We use it when we want to emphasize the continuing process of an activity or the period of that activity. (If we just want to talk about the past event as a simple fact, we use the past simple.) 

While I was driving home, Peter was trying desperately to contact me. 

Were you expecting any visitors?

Sorry, were you sleeping?

I was just making some coffee.

I was thinking about him last night.

In the 1990s few people were using mobile phones.

We often use it to describe a "background action" when something else happened. 

I was walking in the street when I suddenly fell over.

She was talking to me on the phone and it suddenly went dead.

They were still waiting for the plane when I spoke to them.

The company was declining rapidly before he took charge.

We were just talking about it before you arrived.

I was making a presentation in front of 500 people when the microphone stopped working.

Present forms for the future 

We use the present continuous to talk about things that we have already arranged to do in the future.

I've got my ticket. I'm leaving on Thursday.

I'm seeing Julie at 5 and then I'm having dinner with Simon. 

He's picking me up at the airport. 

The company is giving everyone a bonus for Christmas.

In many situations when we talk about future plans we can use either the present continuous or the 'going to' future. However, when we use the present continuous, there is more of a suggestion that an arrangement has already been made.

I'm going to see him./I'm seeing him.

I'm going to do it./I'm doing it.

We use the present simple to talk about events in the future which are 'timetabled'. We can also use the present continuous to talk about these.

My plane leaves at 6 in the morning.

The shop opens at 9.30.

The sun rises a minute earlier tomorrow. 

My plane is leaving at 8.30.

The shop is closing at 7.00. 

The sun is rising at 6.32 tomorrow.
